The beginning balance in the General Fund checking account was $83,283.38; disbursements were $213,925.06; receipts were $278,590.76, leaving an ending balance of $147,949.80.  Total funds available are $1,324,849.17.
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 6-0.  
CTMA/PUBLIC WORKS:  Mr. Mann stated that they were given the Right-to-Know document to review; two accounts with Schwab Brokerage are slowly being liquidated.

Mr. Mann stated that he does not want to let Ninth Avenue go for another winter.  They could eliminate College Avenue and just do Ninth Avenue.
MOTION by Mr. Mann to have the Borough Engineer draw up specs for Ninth Avenue road work and put it out to bid; seconded by Cathy Kernen.  Motion carries 6-0.
