CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.
Council President Stagliano noted that there was an executive session prior to this meeting to discuss personnel matters.
ROLL CALL:  Stagliano, Mann, Keenan, Tulio, Braun, Kernen, Rees 
Also present were Borough Manager, Geoffrey Thompson, Police Chief Bart Bucher, and Borough Solicitor Mark Hosterman, Mayor Stagliano and Junior Councilperson Cavanaugh 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the April 2, 2014 Meeting minutes; seconded by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 7-0.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Streets, Roads, Lighting Committee: Mr. Mann reported that this year’s road project is coming in under budget.  This is due to the state raising the prevailing wage threshold.
FINANCE COMMITTEE:
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve check numbers 10472 up to and including 10500; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 7-0.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The beginning balance in the General Fund checking account was $72,230.82; disbursements were $377,186.13; receipts were $401,058.38 leaving a balance of $96,103.07.  Total funds available are $784,267.80.
MOTION by Ms. Tulio to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Ms. Kernen.  Motion carries 7-0.  
CTMA/PUBLIC WORKS:  Mr. Keenan reported that they are looking at the best way to get sewer lines to properties on Borough Line Road in Trappe; they also continued to talk about the inter-municipal agreements.  Arnold met with Schwab regarding transitioning from managed bond funds.  Meters are continuing to be replaced; about ¼ of the way through.  There has also been a lot of work being done on the water tower; phone companies are replacing equipment.
Planning Commission:   No Report.
CPVRPC:  Report on file.  Ms. Kernen reported that Ursinus College acquired 10 acres of the Wismer Property for a research center.  A traffic light will be erected at Rt. 113 and Betcher Road soon.  Collegeville is seen as a model walkable community and the MCPC is doing a workshop June 18th from 4 to 6 p.m. and will take about 15 people to walk up and down the street to see what’s good and what’s bad about our walkways and crosswalks.  If enough people are interested MCPC will schedule a second session from 6 to 8 p.m.  You can call the MCPC to sign up.
Parks Committee:  Ms. Stagliano reported that new playground equipment will be installed at the park.
Public Safety Committee:   The Public Safety meeting will be re-scheduled for the month of May.
Facilities Committee: No Report.  
Personnel Committee: No Report.   
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS
Engineer:  Mr. Leh reported he has received the bid for this year’s paving project.  Five bids were received.  The low bid was $78,384.40 and the low bidder was E.J. Brenneman.  He recommends E.J. Brenneman for the paving project for the price of $78,384.40.
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve E.J. Brenneman as the contractor for the paving project for the amount of $78,384.40; seconded by Ms. Tulio.  Motion carries 7-0.
Also the plans and specs for the handicap ramps have been completed and submitted to the county for review.  
Solicitor: Mr. Hosterman is working on a revised performance bond for the trash disposal bid.    
Manager / Zoning Officer:  Mr. Thompson reported that he has received a letter from Perkiomen Township to see if there was interest in a regional police study for a regional police department.  
MOTION by Mr. Mann to opt out of the regional police study; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 7-0.
Police:  Report on file.   
Fire: Report on file.  
Ambulance Report:  Report on file.  
Jr. Council Member Report:  Ms. Cavanaugh reported that the prom will be held May 17th.  Keystone Exams will be taking place and also, a walk-out is planned by students to protest teachers being let go from the district.

MOTION by Ms. Tulio to approve the Committee and Administrative Reports; seconded by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 7-0.

Public Discussion:    
Andy Feick, Ursinus College – Mr. Feick wanted to remind everyone that the Ursinus College Commencement will be held Friday, May 16th.
ACTION ITEMS:  
Consideration of Resolution 2014-04, Authorizing a Uniform Pension Plan Contribution Rate – Mr. Thompson explained that Council is required to adopt this Resolution each year.  
MOTION by Mr. Braun to adopt Resolution 2014-04, Authorizing a Uniform Pension Plan Contribution Rate; seconded by Ms. Kernen.  Motion carries 7-0.
OTHER BUSINESS – Ms. Stagliano reported that at the Regional Sewer Authority there are about five meter pits that have both the infrared and flow tote metering devices.  The engineer and sewer authority manager want to get rid of the flow totes.  They need a letter from the municipality to say it is o.k. to get rid of these.  
MOTION by Mrs. Stagliano to authorize Mr. Thompson to send a letter to the Regional Sewer Authority stating that Collegeville Borough is fine with removing the flow totes; seconded by Mr. Mann.  Motion carries 7-0.
COMMENTS FOR THE GOOD OF COUNCIL – Ms. Kernen gave a report on CEDC activities.
There being no additional business to discuss the meeting adjourned at 7:40 PM.
