The beginning balance in the General Fund checking account was $79,418.56; disbursements were $251,907.65; receipts were $288,185.56, leaving an ending balance of $43,140.65.  Total funds available are $825,996.07.
MOTION by Ms. Tulio to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 7 -0.  
CTMA/PUBLIC WORKS:  Mr. Keenan reported that the Stearly development in Trappe was proceeding and added several lots to the plan.  A request was made to extend the proposed sidewalk from the Stearly development to connect with the sidewalk at the end the Chestnut St. cul-de-sac in Collegeville. CTMA is completing a tapping fee comparison with surrounding municipalities.  Revised plans were submitted for the Monument Project at Glenwood Development.  Revised Public Works Committee By-Laws and a water agreement with Upper Providence Township were reviewed.

Consideration of Advertising Ordinance No. 574, Authorizing a Loan Agreement with Montgomery County for the Purchase of Emergency Radios – Mr. Thompson stated that this five year loan is a zero percent interest loan provided by Montgomery County for the purpose of purchasing the new required emergency radios for the Police.  MOTION by Ms. Tulio to authorize the advertisement of Ordinance No. 574, second by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 7-0.
Consideration of Advertising Ordinance No. 575, the 2016 Real Estate Tax Ordinance – Mr. Thompson explained that Ord. 575 will keep the real estate millage at 4.0 mills for 2016.  MOTION by Mr. Mann to advertise Ord. 575, second by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 7-0.

Discussion of the Stearly Property Land Development Plan.  Mr. Mann reported that Trappe Borough has requested that Collegeville Borough consider approving a sidewalk connection at Chestnut St. for the Stearly Development.  MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the sidewalk connection, second by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 7-0.
