APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the October 1, 2014 meeting minutes; seconded by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 5-0.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Streets, Roads, Lighting Committee: No Report.
FINANCE COMMITTEE:
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve check numbers 427 up to and including 490 and journal entries; seconded by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 5-0.  
The beginning balance in the General Fund checking account was $83,465.54; disbursements were $343,104.89; receipts were $320,079.32, leaving an ending balance of $60,439.97.  Total funds available are $1,002,000.72.
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve the Treasurer’s Report; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 5 -0.  
CTMA/PUBLIC WORKS:  Mr. Keenan gave the report.  Meters continue to be replaced; a mini-excavator was purchased.  Rates were discussed for the upcoming year; the compost site will be having increased income from the cell towers this year.

This past year a committee has been meeting with the Police regarding their labor agreement.  A Settlement Agreement has been tentatively agreed upon.  Borough Council is asked to approve the settlement agreement and authorize the Personnel Chair and Council President to execute the agreement.
MOTION by Mr. Braun to approve the Settlement Agreement and authorize Personnel Chair and Council President to sign the agreement; seconded by Mr. Rees.  Motion carries 5-0.
Also, the Police Chief gets the same terms as the patrol officer’s contract.  Need authorization of the Police Chief’s contract.
MOTION by Mr. Mann to approve a contract with the Police Chief under the same terms as the Police Settlement Agreement; seconded by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 5-0.
Police:  Report on file.   Chief Bucher read the report.
Fire: Report on file.  Mr. Sassaman read the report.
Craig Penuel asked Council for a release of $80,000.00 from the Apparatus Fund to purchase a utility truck.
MOTION by Mr. Mann to release $80,000.00 from the Apparatus Fund to purchase a utility truck for the fire company; seconded by Mr. Braun.  Motion carries 5-0.

OTHER BUSINESS –Mr. Mann received a letter from the President of the Fire Company, Craig Penuel, asking to institute a dedicated fire tax.  The Finance Committee received the letter too late to allow anything to be done this year; it will be kept under consideration.
